• Take a sheet of newspaper and tear or cut it in half. Figure 1 

• Fold it in half, Figure 2 then in half again Figure 3 and then again. Figure 4 

• Turn your paper so the folds and edges match Figure 5  

• From the bottom left corner       Figure 5 open the top fold and refold it into an arrow shape

• Turn the paper over Figure 7  

• Now from the top left corner       open the top fold and refold to make another arrow shape

You will see one fold along the top edge 

The edges are open on the right Two folds on the left side
